"Concrete Islands," the exhibition that curators Douglas Fogle and Hanneke Skerath organized at Kayne
Griffin Corcoran, does, true to its title, contain some austerely deployed construction material. Jean-
Luc Mouléne's Piggy (2016), made of bone and concrete, is a cross between a squished carcass and
industrial debris. For his Untitled (2016), Michael E. Smith attached a nail gun to a pillow case and hung
both on the wall.
